HOLY READ DEVOTIONAL FIRST

Original Word: ἅγιος Transliteration: hagios Phonetic Spelling: (hag'-ee-os)
Short Definition: most holy

To be set apart for God, to God. Corresponding words: sanctify, hallow, saint, godly.

The Good News should be good  !(Maximize Jesus not Sin.)

OLD TESTAMENT
ISAIAH 53:4-6 4Surely he hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows: yet we did esteem him 
stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted. 5 But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for 
our iniquities: the CHASTISEMENT of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed. 6 All 
we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; and the LORD hath laid on 
him the INIQUITY of us all.

CHASTISEMENT: A primitive root; to chastise, literally (with blows) or figuratively (with 
words); hence, to instruct- bind, chasten, chastise, correct, instruct, punish, reform, reprove, sore, 
teach.

NEW TESTAMENT
2 CORINTHIANS 5:21 21For He made Him who knew no sin TO BE SIN FOR US, that we might become 
the righteousness of God in Him.

Testaments: The Bible has an Old Testament (Foreshadowing the coming Christ) and an New Testament 
(Displayed the God News of Christ). A testament is only good after the testator has died. Then those that are 
alive can obtain the benefit of what was left to them. Jesus fulfilled the law (Matthew 5:17) that none of us 
could ever keep. So now the good news of salvation has come. The New Testament speaks of the Second 
Coming of Christ. All believers will die physically but will rise up together and forever be with the Lord.

TRAINING ASSIGNMENT
1. Make time for God each day by scheduling 15 minutes for yourself and God. 
2. Get rid of the distractions; allow enough time that the kids (or others) won’t be calling on you, 

turn off any TV’s or radios, and find a quiet place to sit down.
3. Start off in prayer by simply asking, “God I want to know you more...help me to understand and 

receive what you have for me. 
4. Start with Day 2 on page 4 by reading the scripture through twice, then read the brief devotion.
5. Go back and read the verse one more time, then read and answer the question.
